6.1 Report from County Cllr. Jones

Cllr. Jones gave an update on several matters and left information with the Clerk.  He advised that he is to meet the Highways Engineer to discuss the bus stop at Aldis Close and suggested that members ask the Clerk to write to Bill Borrett (NCC) to raise concern in respect of the maintenance of Public Rights of Way.

      6.2  Report from District Cllr. Fitch Tillett

Cllr. Fitch Tillett advised that much of her work at NNDC had been in respect of the budget preparations for 2013/14.  It was noted that there is no proposed increase in the NNDC precept and no increase in car parking charges.  Cllr. Fitch Tillett gave thanks to Cllr. Fish and members of the Royal British Legion who had distributed 45 Warm and Well packs to the elderly.  It was noted that NNDC had received the outline planning application for the former Cherryridge site.  It was also noted that recent complaints about noise nuisance had been passed to NNDC Environmental Health to deal.

      7.1  Planning Applications for consideration

      7.2  Former Cherryridge Site
             Members were in receipt of drawings of the approved highway improvement measures, and a revised site layout confirming 36 new dwellings, the conversion of the cottages and a village green.  It was AGREED to make no comment to either.

8. Highways & Transportation

     8.1   Bus Stop, Aldis Close – Cllr. Jones is to meet the Highways Engineer.
     8.2   Norwich Road 30mph Speed Limit – Members were in receipt of a letter from NCC proposing the extension of the 30mph speed limit on Norwich Road, 20mph on The Avenue and the installation of a vehicle activated sign.  It was AGREED to support this proposal.
     8.3   Overgrown Public Rights of Way – Following the suggestion from Cllr. Jones, it was AGREED to instruct the Clerk to write to Bill Borrett (NCC) to raise concern in respect of the maintenance of the Public Rights of Way in particular PF14.  It was felt that the PRoWs should be accessible for all.
             It was noted that a recent complaint related to a footpath in Southrepps and had been passed to the Southrepps Clerk to pursue.
     8.4   NCC Highways Improvements  – It was noted that NCC have launched a match funding scheme for highway improvements.
     8.5   Other Highway matters (for information only)
             Pothole on Larners Hill – It was noted that the pot hole still hadn’t been filled.  The Clerk was asked to contact NCC Highways to ask when it is to be filled.
  Norwich Road Footpath – The Clerk advised that she had asked NCC Highways to inspect the footpath and deal as necessary but has not had a response.  Members asked that the Clerk contact NCC Highways again.
