10.1  Maintenance Works

    Following discussion it was AGREED to discontinue the mole trapping as it was felt that the risk to the children from the traps is higher that that of a mole run collapsing.  Cllr. Laws will obtain advice in respect of mole trapping.  It was AGREED to instruct the contractor to add the wildflower area and car park borders to the regular cutting schedule at a cost of £10 per month.
10.2  Dog Ban

It was noted that the changes in legislation are yet to be implemented.  The Clerk had circulated examples of dog ban signs.  It was AGREED to instruct the clerk to order 5 No Dog signs for the playing field.  Cllr. Laws will arrange for them to be installed.  The Clerk was instructed to include a reminder in the next press column that dogs are not permitted on the playing field.

It was noted that a booking had been received for a private event to be held on the playing field on 06 June 2015.  It was AGREED to grant permission subject to a fee of £50 and certain conditions being met.
