It has been a busy year for Northrepps Parish Council.
Planning – 6 planning applications were considered.  An enforcement order in respect of the flue at the Foundry Arms resulted in an appeal by the licensee.  Pre-submission correspondence has been received in respect of the former Cherryridge site.  

Assets –Grit bins were installed at Hungry Hill and at the junction of Broadgate Close and Bulls Row.  Further requests for grit bins have been received which will be considered in due course.  A metal bench and litter bins for the playing field have been purchased and are awaiting installation.  The notice board and bench opposite the school have been cleaned and given several coats of teak oil.  The Village Sign will be cleaned and treated in due course.

Playing Field –Works to the hedges and trees has recently been completed but more work needs to be done to remove the mound and possibly cut back the hedges and undergrowth surrounding the allotments.  Any further works to the hedges will be undertaken outside of the nesting season.

Police Matters – Members received monthly reports from P.C.S.O. Allison Holmes and were delighted to see no reported crime in the village during February 2011.  It is interesting to note that there was also no crime recorded in February 2010.  A Homewatch Scheme has been set up in part of Broadgate Close.  It is hoped that the scheme will be established in other areas of the parish.  Anyone interested in becoming a co-ordinator is invited to contact the Parish Clerk for further details.

Meetings - Visitors included District Councillor Angie Fitch-Tillett and County Councillor Graham Jones who are to be thanked for their monthly reports relating to their respective councils.

Also thank you to all the Parish Councillors for their hard work representing the Parish.
